For the Chinese communities, Chinese New Year is the biggest annual event. Families gather for reunion and friends visit each other.

According to the Chinese horoscope, “the year of the rabbit is traditionally associated with home and family, artistic pursuits, diplomacy, and keeping the peace. Therefore, 2011 is very likely to be a relatively calmer one than 2010 both on the world scene, as well as on a personal level.”
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
