RIZAL PARK MANAGEMENT WITH DOT SUCCESSFULLY LAUNCHED THE NEWLY RESTORED
RIZAL PARK RELIEF MAP
 
The National Parks Development Committee (NPDC) in partnership with the Department of Tourism (DOT) formally and successfully inaugurated the newly restored Relief Map in Rizal Park , Ermita, Manila on Friday morning.
According to Tourism Secretary Alberto Lim and NPDC Executive Director Juliet Villegas, the unveiling of the Rizal Relief Map One Stop Heritage Trail is part of the celebration of the 150th Birth of Dr. Jose Rizal on June 19, 2011.   
Officials said the project will provide parkgoers an overview of all the sites visited by the Philippine National Hero, such as Region IV, where Rizal’s house is found in Calamba, Laguna; Region IX, which houses the shrine in Dapitan, Zamboanga Del Norte; and Region V where his first monument stands in Camarines Sur.

Aside from the 36 historical site pictures that will be placed beside the map, a board walk which will be called “Luzviminda Boardwalk” will be installed across the map. This will serve as a bridge for educational tours for local and foreign tourists.
